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Navy shifts Dallas-Fort Worth Navy Week to 2011 to coincide with Centennial of Naval Aviation celebration 
Blue Angels will perform at the Fort Worth Alliance Air Show in October 2010, AND at the JRB Fort Worth Air Show in April 2011 

Dallas-Fort Worth Navy Week, originally scheduled Oct. 25-31, 2010, has been shifted to April 2011 to align with the Navy’s Centennial of Naval Aviation celebration.  The Navy Week date shift does not impact the Blue Angels 2010 schedule, as they will still perform at the Fort Worth Alliance Air Show October 30-31, 2010.  The team will perform again during Dallas-Fort Worth Navy Week at the JRB Fort Worth Air Show April 16-17, 2011.


Kicking off in January of 2011, the Navy’s Centennial of Naval Aviation will continue as a year-long celebration with a variety of events and commemorations throughout the year.  Air shows, art exhibits, flyovers and tactical demonstrations are but a few of the events being planned in cities throughout America during 2011.  


The Navy conducts approximately 20 Navy Weeks each year, reaching out to communities across the country to show Americans the investment they have made in their Navy.  During a Navy Week celebration, the Navy concentrates a variety of outreach assets in a single city for the week, sharing the Navy story with as many people as possible.
